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1. There are nine men and seven women in a room. For each task described, (i) write a clear
and concise recipe for performing the task, (ii) write a ready-to-calculate formula for the
number of different ways the task can be performed, and (iii) calculate a final answer for
the number of different ways.

(@) Five people are to be selected to attend conferences all over the country, one person for
New York, one person for Tampa, one person for San Diego, one person for Seattle, and
one person for Dallas.

(b) Six people are to be selected to attend a board of directors meeting in Chicago.
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(@) A committee with at least four but no more than six members who are all men is to be
selected.

(e) A committee of four members with at least one man and at least one woman is to be
selected.
